  Bitcoin First


  


  A Brief Introduction to Bitcoin


  To understand Bitcoin, it helps to first understand money and how it works today.


  Most of the money people use today -- like dollars, euros, or yen -- is fiat money. Fiat currency is money issued and controlled by governments and central banks. Its value comes from government authority (monopoly on violence) and public trust, and governments along with central banks can create more of it whenever they choose. Because new money can be printed, the supply is not fixed and inflation can occur over time. This is opposed to the previous system which was tied to gold, where paper money represented a promise of a specified amount of gold.


  Bitcoin was created as an alternative to this system.


  Bitcoin is a digital currency that operates without banks or governments. Instead of a central authority controlling it, Bitcoin runs on a decentralized network of computers around the world. This network records transactions in a digital public ledger called the blockchain, which keeps a transparent and tamper-resistant record of who sent money to whom.


  Transactions are verified through a process called Bitcoin mining. In mining, powerful computers compete to solve complex cryptographic puzzles. The first computer to solve the puzzle confirms a new "block" of transactions and adds it to the blockchain. As a reward for securing the network, the miner receives newly created bitcoin plus transaction fees. The reason this process adds security to the blockchain is because it requires large amounts of electricity for the computer to solves the extremely complex puzzle, essentially making each bitcoin backed by electricity. Therefore, as of March 2026, if someone tried to take over the bitcoin blockchain they would need around 8-10 gigawatts of continuous power, plus around $10 billion worth of hardware set up installed and operating without anyone noticing (this is called a 51% attack as the only way to change the bitcoin protocol is with 51% of the miners agreeing).


  Unlike fiat currencies, Bitcoin has a limited supply. The system is designed so that only 21 million bitcoins will ever exist, making it scarce. New bitcoins are gradually created through mining, and the amount issued decreases over time.
