  Crypto 102


  


  Proof of work crypto currencies use electricity to validate the transactions on their blockchain. This increases security of the blockchain because in order for the blockchain to reach a consensus and authenticate a transaction actual electricity must be spent. This is done through the process of mining.


  Miners work to validate transactions on the blockchain, loaning their computer's processing power to the blockchain. After authenticating a transaction the blockchain protocol will reward them a predetermined amount that blockchain's native crypto currency for doing the work. The fact that this work requires electricity means that if a malicious actor wanted to create fake transactions on the blockchain they would have to spend electricity, typically more than 51% than the other miners on the blockchain. In the beginning phases of a Proof of Work blockchain this may be feasible but expensive, but as the blockchain grows in user base and miner adoption the price of trying to manipulate transactions on the blockchain becomes prohibitively expensive and requires serious technical knowledge to build the hardware infrastructure necessary to attack a blockchain.


  Proof of Stake blockchains use a different consensus mechanism. These blockchains have transactions verified through a process called staking. Owners of the crypto currency of said blockchain "lock up" their coins similar to putting your money in a CD in the bank. Your money is stuck there for at least 6 months or more depending on your choice. An algorithm randomly chooses one of these "accounts" for each transaction and asks them to verify the transaction. When successfully verified the "account" earns a reward, similar to getting paid interest in your bank account. Proof of Stake is sold as energy efficient but who ever buys more coins has more power in the network and that power will compound as they continue to be selected and rewarded for verifying transactions. This often translates to whoever buys the most of the said crypto currency having the most power on said blockchain. In this way it is similar to Wall Street.


  There is much more to learn about both of these blockchain consensus mechanisms and there are other blockchain consensus mechanisms today but these are the two most common. Bitcoin is a proof of work blockchain and Ethereum was Proof of Work but then switched to Proof of Stake. Now most new crypto currencies are Proof of Stake because it is easier to set up and cheaper.
